Reservations & Payments

e Rates: $30 per night, payable at the time of making the reservation.

e Maximum Stay: Limited to 7 consecutive nights.

e Maximum Campers: 6 people per site; all must sleep in the camper.

e Tents: Not allowed. Tent campers are encouraged to stay at their SLCA sponsor’s property.

Cancellations

e Cancellation 14 days before arrival: Full refund.
e Cancellation after 14 days up to 24 hours in advance: 50% refund.
e Cancellation within 24 hours or no-show: No refund provided.

Site Use

e Check-in: Campers should not arrive before 2 PM.

e Check-out: Campers should depart by 11 AM.

e Hook-ups: The higher nightly rate provides water at your parking site for filling tanks or camper
connection, plus 30A 110 VAC power for use in your camper. No sewer connections are
provided; the camper must haul away any waste created. The lower nightly rate does not
provide hook-ups.

e Generator Use: Allowed, except during quiet hours.
e Washing/Rinsing: Washing or rinsing of RVs, campers, cars, tow-vehicles, etc. is prohibited.
e Maintenance: Maintenance of RVs, campers, cars, tow-vehicles, etc. is prohibited.

Waste Disposal

e Tank Dumping is Prohibited: for black water, gray water, and freshwater tanks. There is a dump
station at the rest stop on State Route 8 (eastbound) between Elma and McCleary.

e Garbage/Trash: Campers must haul away all refuse; no waste disposal is available on-site.

¢ Toilets: Clubhouse toilets and any porta-potties are off-limits to campers. These facilities are
for membership use during SLCA events only. Please use your camper toilet facilities.

e Pets are welcome but must be kept on a leash and under the direct control of the owner.
e Owners must clean up after their pets and remove pet waste with their other refuse.
e Campers are encouraged to walk pets away from the clubhouse and parking areas.

Amenities

e Recreational facilities (basketball, pickleball, horseshoes, etc.) are available. Camping guests
must share these amenities with SLCA members who may visit the grounds.
e Rental of an RV spot does not include access to the clubhouse building.

Quiet Hours

e Quiettimeis from 9 PM until 8 AM. Generator use is not permitted during these hours.

Safety & Other Rules

e Campfires: Not allowed. Self-contained grills may be used (propane/butane only). Charcoal
cooking is allowed with the grill provided on property. Wood cooking fires are prohibited. Please
clean out the grill if able.

e Fireworks: Not allowed on the property.

¢ Animals & Food Storage: Bears, cougars, coyotes, foxes, raccoons, and other native animals
live around Summit Lake. Campers are required to store all food and potential attractants
inside their vehicles.

¢ Violations: Campers found violating any of the above rules may be directed to depart the
property by SLCA. Violators will forfeit all prepaid fees.
